Athens and Piraeus form a strong interdependent relationship, with Piraeus serving as a transport hub and a
gateway for communication and trade. However, recent changes, such as the privatization of port
management and the relocation of commercial activities, have led to inactive areas, creating both challenges
and opportunities for urban redevelopment. Despite its dysfunctions, Piraeus remains the largest passenger



port in the Mediterranean, with the port zone serving as a dynamic space for diverse uses and functions.

Urban acupuncture is applied as a strategy of small-scale interventions that bring significant improvements.
The proposed interventions include the deepening of the port and the elevation of the ground level to address
rising sea levels, the expansion of green infrastructure to enhance air quality, and the development of
pedestrian and cycling networks. The spatial organization follows a dynamic grid that aligns with the urban
fabric and the pier, unifying the two areas.

The concept of common ground in Piraeus is associated with the management of public space as a shared
asset that strengthens collective identity. However, the strict delineation of the passenger port through
fencing and infrastructure isolates the city from its waterfront, creating an inhospitable and dystopian
environment. The proposed intervention seeks to reconnect the port with the city through sculptural urban
landscape interventions, unifying these previously separated zones. To reinforce this integration, various uses
are incorporated, catering to both residents and travelers.

The functional program envisions the creation of a new "common ground," where the topography is shaped to
accommodate facilities such as passenger waiting areas, co-working spaces, port authority offices, and shared
public amenities. This multifunctionality aims to establish a vibrant, sustainable, and accessible public space
that restores the city's connection to the sea.

Special emphasis is placed on adapting the proposal to environmental challenges, particularly sea-level rise,
based on research from international institutes. Climate change threatens coastal cities, making the
implementation of emission reduction strategies and urban adaptation measures imperative.

This thesis is not merely an urban planning proposal but a redefinition of the relationship between the city and
its port. Through targeted interventions, the project seeks to transform a fragmented and disconnected space
into a dynamic nucleus of urban cohesion and sustainable development. Piraeus acquires a reimagined public
space that fosters collective use, integrates historical identity and environmental resilience, and serves as a
bridge rather than a boundary between the city and its vital infrastructures.
